VT during the week of July 6 — 11; tuition expenses will be paid by
GMSI for the selected young composer.

Scores must be 3-5 minutes in length and be for piano, violin, and violoncello. The
instrumentalists will be advanced intermediate level students in the Suzuki repertoire, ages
11-14. One piece will be selected from those posted and mentored during the submission process
on the Vermont MIDI Project password protected website. This is open to all Vermont MIDI
Project students, but most appropriate for those with previous experience in composition for live
performance.

* First posting date is January 25, 2008
* Date for the final posting is March 14, 2008 by midnight

Students are expected to revise at least twice during the submission
process. As always students can submit as many revisions as they
wish. The selection of one score will be announced soon after the
deadline. The selected student will receive additional mentoring after
the selection process.

During the summer camp there will be a daily one-hour rehearsal of
the piece in preparation for its premiere, with mentoring from the GMSI professional composer-
in-residence, and piano and string coaches; in addition GMSI offers a full set of classes that are
open to the student selected, including instrument instruction, African drumming, Taiko
drumming, fiddling, contra dancing, chamber music, chorus, and composition classes. The piece
will be premiered at the GMSI Chamber Concert on Friday July 1™

2008 GMSI Call for Scores
and the Vermont Composers Initiative

Last year, the Green Mountain Suzuki Institute (GMSI) began an innovative program called the
Vermont Composers Initiative. The goal of the Initiative is to bring together professional
Vermont composers, Vermont student composers, and young musicians to collaborate in the
creation and performance of new works. To this end, each year, GMSI commissions a
professional composer to write a piece to be rehearsed and premiered by students at the GMSI
that summer. Further, working with the Vermont MIDI Project, we sponsor a Call for Scores
competition wherein student composers write for student piano trio under the mentorship of both
the MIDI project mentors and our professional composer-in-residence. The culmination of the 5
year program will be the publication of an anthology of these original compositions by the
Vermont composers and student composer. The release of the collection will be celebrated by
performances around the state, with book signing events that feature the composers and student
COMpOSers.

Why should you participate?
% You can write for piano, violin and violoncello.
% You will have your work rehearsed and premiered by student musicians, at a concert that
is publicized all around the state.
** You can attend the six-day GMSI in July 2008 tuition-free.
You will work directly with our professional composer-in-residence both in the
composition process, and in rehearsals at GMSI. This year’s composer-in-residence is
Peter Hamlin from Middlebury.

% You will have your piece published in an anthology of works for piano trio.
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Guidelines:

» Instrumentation: piano, violin, violoncello.

> 3-5 minute time limit. If the work is one movement, it should be closer to the 3 minute
time limit; multiple movement works can be anywhere between 3 and 5 minutes.

»> Patterns and repetition are good! They help the musicians to learn the music more
quickly and easily, and make the music more accessible.

> String parts: for violin, the range can include 1* and 3™ positions; for violoncello, 1
and 4™ positions (going no higher than the G above middle C).

» Piano part: chord progressions should contain related chords, for example, as the pianist
moves from one chord to another, there should be a relationship between the two that
allows the pianist to move easily.

» First posting date is January 25, 2008

» Date for the final posting is March 14, 2008 by midnight
